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Should the Beis Hamikdash not be rebuilt, we will fast on Shiva Asar B'Tamuz. As a result of the ongoing
danger of Coronavirus, there are many who are still uncomfortable davening indoors, and have been

following the medical recommendation to convene in outdoor venues.

Although davening with a minyan has great value, it does not take precedence over safety, or over the
importance of fasting on Shiva Asar B'Tamuz. As there is a clear concern of dehydration when spending
time outdoors in the hot summer months, if one feels that as a result of their davening outdoors they may
be required to drink on Shiva Asar B'Tamuz, it would be best to daven at home without a minyan. In areas
where the heat is significant, it would be best not to conduct minyanim at all under these conditions, as

they would place people in a position of either endangering their health or of compromising the fast.
