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It is customary that one who need not recite Yizkor exit the room while others are reciting this Tefillah.
If the Rabbi is concerned of overcrowding in the hallwalls and a lack of social distancing, everyone may
remain in the shul for Yizkor. However, those who will not be reciting Yizkor must be respectful of those
who are, and they must make sure to use the time either to recite additional Tefillos or to recite Yizkor

for the many martyrs of recent Jewish history.
